HOW TO APPLY TO THE SPECIAL MASTER IN AEROSPACE ENGINEERING

This page contains information for students for foreign students (having a foreign degree) in order to apply to the Special Master in Aerospace Engineering for the next academic year 2015-16 (starting 28 September 2015). 	Comment by Fabio Celani: Ma i corsi non iniziavano ad Ottobre ?
The Special Master in Aerospace Engineering typically admits student having a 5-year university program degree in Engineering.
Tuition fee is set to the following fixed amount:
· 1.255,00 Euro/year
It can be paid in two instalments each year: 
First Instalment: 730 Euro, by December 16, 2015
Second Instalment: 655 euro, by March 30, 2016
Fellowships that cover the second instalment of the tuition fee will be offered.  The number of fellowships and requirements for obtaining them will be published by February 20, 2016 in the website of the School of Aerospace Engineering. 
Fees cover courses, exams, access to laboratories, to the library, and to other department facilities. The fee does not include housing, books, or any other course material required by the Master program.  
Instructions for admission are slightly different for foreign students who are EU residents or students who are non-EU residents. All academic records must be issued by the home institutions. School and academic records must be legalised by the country's competent authorities, translated in Italian or English by an official translator.
The following sections are meant for applications up to the academic year 2015-16. 
EU residents
The application deadline to the Special Master in Aerospace Engineering for students who are EU residents is December 16, 2015.
In order to apply, these students must prepare the following documents:
· M1 application form (available here for download as doc or pdf file)
· University diploma or temporary substitute
· Official transcript of academic records
· Curriculum vitae
· Copy of a valid passport with photo
The above documents must be sent only by email to presidesia@uniroma1.it. Please note that a hard copy of all documents will be needed later on by the International Student Registration Office of Sapienza, in order to complete your enrollment upon arrival in Rome.
Note: Students who have not yet completed their course of study, but expect to complete it by August 2015, can apply to the Master program by supplying an official document from their university confirming the expected graduation date. This document will only be a temporary substitute for the official copy of the final diploma.


Non-EU residents
The application deadline to the Master in Control Engineering for students who are non-EU residents is 16 December, 2015.
Applicants are strongly recommended to send their application as soon as possible so as to have, in case of admittance, enough time to plan the organizational/bureaucratic aspects of their visa and of their stay in Rome.
In order to apply, these students should follow a four-step procedure.
1. Prepare the following documents:
· M1 application form (available here for download as doc or pdf file)
· University diploma or temporary substitute
· Official transcript of academic records
· Curriculum vitae
· Copy of a valid passport with photo
The above documents must be sent only by email to presidesia@uniroma1.it. Please note that a hard copy of all documents will be needed by the local Embassy, in order to apply for the visa, and later on by the International Student Registration Office of Sapienza, in order to complete your enrollment upon arrival in Rome.
Note: Students who have not yet completed their course of study, but expect to complete it by August 2015, can apply to the Master program by supplying an official document from their university confirming the expected graduation date. This document will only be a temporary substitute for the official copy of the final diploma.
2. Check with the local Italian Embassy/Consulate or Italian Institute of Culture the deadline to apply for a visa and whether other documents, besides those listed above, are necessary. If you have been admitted, you should have already received by then an admission letter from Sapienza.

3. Apply for a (student) visa by submitting the same application documents of item 1 and your admission letter from Sapienza to the Italian Embassy/Consulate or Italian Institute of Culture in your country. You need a visa to enter in Italy. In order to apply for it, you need also to complete a "pre-registration" at the Italian Embassy/Consulate in your country by 5 November, 2015 at the very latest (this procedure is mandatory).

4. Register as a master student of Sapienza. Students admitted to the Special Master in Aerospace Engineering must complete their enrollment by:
· filling on line the pre-enrollment form available at  https://www.studenti.uniroma1.it/phoenixreg/index.html#/  (you can switch to English in that page to compile the form)
· registering with the International Student Registration Office of Sapienza, immediately upon your arrival in Rome
